Entrant’s Requirements 

�  All Hong Kong SAR and Macao residents.  

�  Entrants are welcome to enter the Competition on individual or group basis of no more than 3 people. 

�  Should entrants wish to form a group in entering the Competition, each member of the group should 

submit separate entry form. 

�  Entrants may submit ONE entry only. 

�  Entry forms can be downloaded from the PCF website: http://www.pcf.org.hk or at PCF’s office, 19/F

The Entry 

Each entry should meet the following requirements: 

 



 

 

Format : 2-Dimensional and 3-Dimensioinal 

Art Piece Size : Not exceeding 180cm x 180cm x 20cm (including framing and mounting) 

Weight : Not exceeding 30kg (including framing and accessories) 

Material : Any material of durable, non-perishable, and transportable qualities. No living creatures, plants 

or seeds. No external power source required. 

 

Entries must be original that have not entered any competitions, or shown in any public/private exhibitions. 

This includes any school/college exhibitions. 

 

Entrants would be held solely responsible for the legal liability in case of dispute on the originality of the 

work. 

 

PCF reserves the final and ultimate right to expel any entry at any time that do not comply with the 

conditions of entry, or for any reason at any stage of the competition the Foundation regards the entry unfit. 

 

Submission of Entries 

Preliminary Selection 

�  For initial judging, entrants are only required to submit the followings in good quality digital format : 

a. Entrant’s profile in both Chinese and English. 

b. Description statement of artistic work concept in both Chinese and English 

c. Photos of art piece from all angles in jpeg/pdf format. 

d. Diagrams showing clear layout and method of presentation of the entry (size and proportion of the work 

should be indicated) 

�  All required material should be saved in a CD sub-divided into folders of information, namely “Profile”, 

“Artist’s Statement”, “Diagrams” and “Photos”. 

�  For the digital image, it is advised that the optimum file resolutions should be 1024x768; the upper limit 

of each file should not exceed 1 megabyte. 

�  Entrants must submit the above items together with the completed entry form to the following email 

address: artcomp@pcf.org.hk or send to: 19/F Paramount Building, 12 Ka Yip Street, Chai Wan, Hong 

Kong. A confirmation of receipt will be given. 

�  All entries must be sent on or before 28 December 2006 (postmark for mail-in entry). Late submission 

will not be entertained. 

�  No submitted materials, such as entrant’s profile or photos, will be returned.

Final Selection 



 

 

�  Semi-finalists among entrants will be selected at the preliminary selection. They will be notified by 

email or post and the selected works must be delivered in February 2007, at specific time and venue, at 

the expense of artists. Further details of submission will be notified. 

�  PCF reserves the rights to decline any entries, which are not qualified for final selection. Any 

semi-finalists fail to submit and set up their works in the specified period meant to withdraw from the 

competition. 

�  Entrants should provide their own equipment and accessories to facilitate judging and display at all 

times, including computer, software, hardware, internal power supply and audio-visual aids for 

presentation. 

�  Entrants should provide a durable container/packaging for packing of art pieces. 

�  Entrants are responsible for the installation of their art works during all exhibitions and screening. 

 

Selection of Entries 

�  The judging criteria will be based on originality, relationship to stated theme, creativity and technical 

competence. 

�  There are two rounds of judging for the competition. 

�  Entries will be assessed by a panel of adjudicators, comprised of members of Hong Kong art fraternity, 

including professionals, artists, art collectors and art curators.  

�  The decisions made by the adjudicating panel are final. No correspondence related to the Art 

Competition may be entered into this subject before, during or after the competition, to PCF working 

committee or the adjudicating panel. 

�  PCF reserves the right not to award any of the listed prizes should entries, in the adjudicators’ opinion, 

fail to meet the required standard. 

 

Results 

�  Entrants whose art piece qualifies for the final stage of the competition will be officially notified. 

�  The Foundation will announce the result for the preliminary judging on 24 January 2007 by individual 

notice and via www.pcf.org.hk.  

�  The Foundation will announce the result for the final judging in February 2007 by individual notice and 

via www.pcf.org.hk. 

 

Prize Presentation 

�  Award-winning and finalists’ artworks will be announced at the prize presentation in March 2007. 

Dates and venues will be announced later. 

 

Exhibition and Charity Auction Party 



 

 

�  Award-winning and finalists’ artworks will be showcased in various venues in Hong Kong from March 

to September 2007 and Charity Auction Party in October 2007. All dates and venues will be announced 

later. 

�  All finalists must be responsible for repairing any damage to their art pieces at any time required. 

�  Entrants will be invited for activities fostering cultural exchange among the judges and entrants such as 

prize presentation ceremony, exhibitions for the Competition and charity party. Details of the activities 

will be announced. 

 

Prizes (TBC) 

�  The winner will be awarded with one round-trip economy class ticket from Hong Kong to Paris with 

5-day accommodation#, HK$20,000 grant*, HK$5,000 cash, a CHARRIOL watch and a certificate. 

�  First runner-up will be awarded with HK$3,000 cash, a CHARRIOL watch and a certificate. 

�  Second runner-up will be awarded with HK$2,000 cash, a CHARRIOL watch and a certificate. 

�  Finalist will be awarded with a CHARRIOL cash coupon valued HK$1,000 and a certificate. 10-12 

finalists will be selected. 

 

*Application of grants is restricted to further studies in related discipline or art development activity subject 

to PCF's approval, which normally takes 2 months in advance. 

 

#The winner is required to submit their trip report of Paris to PCF within 1 month upon completion of the 

trip. 

 

Auction 

Finalists’ entries, excluding the top three winning art pieces, will be auctioned at the PCF Charity Auction 

Party 2007. Finalist of each successfully auctioned art pieces is entitled to receive a subsidy of 20% of the 

respective auctioned price to help with the cost of the material involved. 80% of the proceeds will go to the 

PCF’s funding as supporting grants for upcoming art promotion programs such as artist’s exchange tour, 

exhibitions, workshop, etc.   

 

General 

�  The entries should be original.  Entrants would be held solely responsible for the legal liability in case 

of dispute on the originality of the work. 

�  Delivery and collection of entries are the sole responsibility of the entrants or their designated 

representatives. 

�  The Foundation will give due care to all art pieces, but they cannot be held responsible for loss, damage, 

theft, fire or any accident. 



 

 

�  The top three winning entries shall become the permanent properties of PCF. PCF reserves the right of 

making use the winning entries for further cultural exchange purposes including lending the works to 

any interested organization for display, exhibition, donation the works to art-lovers and so on. 

�  All other finalists’ works will be auctioned or otherwise sold by PCF with the proceeds being retained to 

further the work of PCF. The artist will be entitled to receive 20% of the sale proceeds as subsidiary. 

�  The Foundation reserves the right to take photos and to reproduce any entry for all art pieces for 

documentation, educational or publicity purposes before, during or after the competition. 

�  Contact details of the entrants will be added to the PCF database for future distribution of promotion 

materials. 

�  PCF will keep the entrants' information confidential. 

�  Photocopies of this entry form are acceptable. 

�  The English version shall prevail if there is any discrepancy. 

�  Entrant once submitted an entry, automatically implies full agreement to the above conditions.
